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 . . And Happily Meet Again! 

 There is a regularly spoken thought in English 
Masonic ritual reminding that we are happy to 
meet, sorry to part, and happy to meet again; a 
thought particularly appropriate for current times. 
 In mid-March the ongoing COVID-19 pandem-
ic resulted in a rapid cancellation of in-person Ma-
sonic meetings in Ohio and across the world. We 
have experienced rounds of shutdowns, re-starts 
and new cancellations throughout society. Were it 
not for modern computer hardware and software 
innovations that enable us to “meet” online, we 
might feel entirely cut off from our normal social 
engagements. 
 Nevertheless, throughout this ordeal, our his-
toric Lakewood Masonic Temple has continued to 
be the home base for our Lakewood Masonic Fami-
ly and community tenants. It’s been there for us 
when conditions have permitted us to meet in per-
son, and it awaits our return to normal operations. 
 It’s said that every cloud has a silver lining; 
and, if so, our silver lining may the opportunity to 
work on significant maintenance and upgrade pro-
jects best done during slack periods. For example, 
we recently cut and replaced a section of terrazzo 
floor in the process of replacing a deteriorated un-

derground hot water supply line in the Banquet 
Level ladies rest room. 
 We have more projects on our list well suited 
to slack periods—subject to available funding. One 
important source of funding is our Lakewood Ma-
sonic Foundation, whose principal purpose is to 
raise and grant funds for the historic preservation 
of our unique facility. 
 Over the years our Lakewood Masonic Foun-
dation grants have enabled us to install new histor-
ically appropriate windows, replace rain gutters, 
repair and tuck point exterior stonework, restore 
deteriorated plaster and decorative paintwork, and 
refurbish critical systems such as plumbing and 
heating. 
 You can help us continue our important histor-
ical preservation work by making your contribu-
tion, in any amount, to our Lakewood Masonic 
Foundation.

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CARES Act Offers Larger Tax Deductions 
 The CARES Act government stimulus bill was adopted last 
spring to help mitigate the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic. 
While its provisions are wide-ranging, one specific purpose was to 
stimulate additional charitable giving. 
 The federal tax reform act passed in 2017 nearly doubled the 
standard deduction for federal income tax purposes in an attempt 
to simplify tax return preparation. Many previously itemized de-
ductions were eliminated in the process. One of the downside ef-
fects for charitable organizations such as our Lakewood Masonic 
Foundation was a loss of incentive for taxpayers accustomed to 
claiming itemized charitable deductions. 
 One of the CARES Act provisions is that if you take the stand-
ard deduction in 2020 (on the return you file in 2021), you can take 
an additional “above the line” deduction of up to $300 for cash 
donations you make to charities such as our Lakewood Masonic 
Foundation this year.  
 The CARES Act further provides that if you will be itemizing 
your 2020 deductions, for this year only you may deduct cash do-
nations to charities of up to 100% of your Adjusted Gross Income 
(AGI) rather than the usual 60% limitation (with associated car-
ryovers).  
 But the most important incentive for donating to our Lake-
wood Masonic Foundation isn’t an income tax deduction. Rather, 
it’s an expression of the donor’s affection for, and support of, our 
Lakewood Masonic Family and our charitable purposes—a desire 
to contribute above and beyond your annual dues. 
 In addition to cash donations (yes, including checks), our other 
donation vehicles are still available to you. 
 AmazonSmile shoppers (smile.amazon.com/ch/20-0357206) 
can have 0.5% of their purchases donated to our Lakewood Ma-
sonic Foundation without increasing the price paid for purchases. 
 Facebook users may donate through our Facebook page. Face-
book does not charge a fee to our Lakewood Masonic Foundation 
or other not-for-profit organizations. 
 Traditional (not Roth) IRA holders may still donate directly 
from their IRAs, although the required minimum distributions 
(RMDs) for older account holders have been eliminated for 2020. 
Such distributions do not incur either federal income or estate tax-
es but also do not count as itemized deductions for tax purposes. 
 Donations can be made after death by naming The Lakewood 
Masonic Foundation as a beneficiary in your will, life insurance 
policy, IRA, TOD (Transfer on Death) account or the like, either as 
a fixed amount or a percentage. 
 In all tax matters, you are best advised to discuss your inten-
tions with an attorney and/or tax accountant. Gifts and bequests 
to our Lakewood Masonic Foundation (but not our Lakewood Ma-
sonic Temple Operating or Endowment Funds) are deductible for 
federal estate and income taxes to the extent permitted by law.

Scientific Mason Association 
 The German title is Scientifischer Freimaurer Bund. A society founded in 
1803 by Fessler, Mossdorf, Fischer, and other distinguished Freemasons, 
the object being, by the united efforts of its members, to draw up, with the 
greatest accuracy and care, and from the most authentic sources, a full and 
complete history of Freemasonry, of its origin and objects, from its first for-
mation to the present day, and also of the various systems or methods of 
working that have been introduced into the Craft. Such history, together 
with the evidence upon which it was founded, was to be communicated to 
worthy and zealous Brethren. The members had no peculiar ritual, cloth-
ing, or ceremonies; neither were they subjected to any fresh obligation; 
every just and upright Mason who had received a liberal education, who 
was capable of feeling the truth, and desirous of investigating the myster-
ies of the Order, could become a member of this Society, provided the bal-
lot was unanimous, let him belong to what Grand Lodge he might. But 
those whose education had not been sufficiently liberal to enable them to 
assist in those researches were only permitted to attend the meetings as 
trusty Brethren to receive instruction.

Blessed be the tie that binds 

Sussex, Duke of  
 The Duke of Sussex is entitled to a place in Masonic biography, not only 
because, of all the Grand Masters on record, he held the office the longest—
the Duke of Leinster, of Ireland, alone excepted—but also because of his 
devotion to the Institution, and the zeal with which he cultivated and pro-
tected its interests. Augustus Frederick, ninth child and sixth son of George 
III, King of England, was born January 27, 1773. He was initiated in 1798 at 
a Lodge in Berlin. In 1805, the honorary rank of a Past Grand Master was 
conferred upon him by the Grand Lodge of England. May 13, 1812, he was 
appointed Deputy Grand Master; and April 13, 1813, the Prince Regent, af-
terward George IV, having declined a re-election as Grand Master, the 
Duke of Sussex was unanimously elected; and in the same year the two ri-
val Grand Lodges of England were united. The Duke was Most Excellent 
Zerubbabel of the Grand Chapter, and Grand Superintendent of the Grand 
Conclave of Knights Templar. He never, however, took any interest in the 
Orders of Knighthood, to which, indeed, he appears to have had some an-
tipathy. During his long career, the Grand Conclave met but once. By annu-
al elections, he retained the office of Grand Master until his death, which 
took place April 21, 1843, in the seventy-first year of his age, having com-
pleted a Masonic administration as head of the English Craft of upward of 
thirty years. 
 During that long period, it was impossible that some errors should not 
have been committed. The Grand Master’s conduct in reference to two dis-
tinguished Freemasons, Doctors Crucefix and Oliver, was by no means 
creditable to his reputation for justice or forbearance. But the general tenor

in America, where custom has least weight. American Masons can be glad that this inversion has occurred 
because there is in craft practice in general and in Masonic practice in particular no custom more honored 
or more ancient. 
 The Greeks crowned their poets, their victorious generals, and the winners of the games with wreaths; 
at Delphi with one of the apple boughs, at Olympia with laurel, at Corinth with pine. Even the gods in 
time came to be represented with a wreath of light or sun rays, the corona, origin of the saints’ halo. At a 
Roman general’s Triumph he was crowned with a laurel wreath, called corona triumphalis; in later times a 
wreath of gold. A citizen who had won a peace-time triumph received an ovation, and a crown for his 
head. Anglo-Saxons had similar customs; so also the French, who crowned graduates of their universities 
with caps; and the Italians who set a cap of fur on a man’s head when he was made Duke (not the same as 
duce!) In England a Duke, Marquis, Earl, Viscount and Baron received a cap. So did the alderman or mas-
ter of a gild or a City Company. Such a cap came to be called “a cap of maintenance,” and the coat of arms 
of the City of London is topped with such a cap. The helmet in military arms is an adaptation of the same 
custom; the King’s “cap” is a six barred helmet. While Henry VIII was still loyal to the Vatican he was pre-
sented with a consecrated cap of maintenance by Pope Leo X. The wearing of such a cap, with its ceremo-
nial significance, was so closely connected with the wearing of a sword that the two became enshrined to-
gether in the phrase “cap and sword.” 
 It would thus appear that the wreath, cap, or hat began as a badge of honor; perhaps it became after-
wards identified with the idea of authority, and then with the idea of a presiding officer, because in so 
many cases it was the head or chief or leader who was honored. The Master’s Hat has both ideas com-
bined in it; it represents his authority to preside; it represents also the fact that he has received the highest 
honors of his Lodge—and it is because it thus is a symbol of that honor that he will not, if he rightly un-
derstands his art, take it off and put it aside, as if the honor meant nothing to him; certainly he will not lay 
it on the floor!

of his life as an upright man and Freemason, and his great attachment to the Order, tended to compensate 
for the few mistakes of his administration. One who had been most bitterly opposed to his course in ref-
erence to Brothers Crucefix and Oliver, and has not been sparing of his condemnation, paid, after his 
death, this tribute to his Masonic virtues and abilities: “As a Freemason,” said the Freemasons Quarterly 
Review (1843, page 120), “the Duke of Sussex was the most accomplished Craftsman of his day. His 
knowledge of the mysteries was, as it were, intuitive; his reading on the subject was extensive; his corre-
spondence equally so; and his desire to be introduced to any Brother from whose experience he could de-
rive any information had in it a craving that marked his great devotion to the Order.”
